Brazosport Area Editorial

Located 50 miles south of Houston on Hwy. 288, the Brazosport area consists of eight cities:  Lake Jackson, Freeport, Jones Creek, Oyster Creek, Quintana, Richwood, Surfside Beach and Clute. Brazosport, located on the Texas Gulf Coast is where Texas began, where the first deep-water port was established and where the Republic of Texas’ first capital was located near modern-day West Columbia.  The Brazosport area is known for its diversity, abundant natural resources, rich history, and natural beauty.

Brazosport always has fowl weather.  Yes, our climate is perfect for birding.  Each year thousands of birders travel from various states and countries to view the approximately 300 bird species known to the area.  Located on a major migration flyway with a wealth of natural resources, the Brazosport Area is an important stop for neotropical migrants as they make their way back to their breeding habitats in the north.  Hot birding spots in the area include the Brazoria and San Bernard National Wildlife Refuges, the Gulf Coast Bird Observatory, and the Quintana Beach Bird Sanctuary.  The National Audubon Society conducts an Annual Christmas Day Bird Count and consistently ranks Freeport as the number one site for different species counted on the North American Continent.  Brazosport birding is highlighted each year with the Annual Migration Celebration.  This festival is scheduled every April and consists of field trips, seminars, an expo and hands-on activities for kids.    

Make your fish wishes come true in the gulf waters of Brazosport.  From wade to jetty fishing, to Intracoastal Canal bank fishing and offshore deep sea fishing, the opportunities to catch the one that got away are year round and endless.  Freeport is home to the fastest and largest boat of its type in the Gulf of Mexico and the Atlantic Ocean.  The Big E is a 130-foot custom-built gulf craft.  It specializes in long-range fishing trips and has state of the art fishing technology and comfort.  Fishing charters, party boats and guided trips are also available for you fishing pleasure.

Surfside, Quintana and Bryan Beaches are the favorite spots to search for over 600 known shell species in the area.  You will be astonished at the scads of seashells speckling our 27 miles of sandy beaches.  These beaches are also home to Texas’ state shell, The Lightning Whelk.  They are perfect for sunbathing, camping, birding, fishing and relaxing.

There is no shortage of activities to entertain people in the Brazosport Area.   Sea Center Texas in Lake Jackson is the largest red drum fish hatchery in the world.  It is home to many aquariums, a 12-foot touch-tank and Gordon, the 250 lb. Grouper and Sea Center mascot.  The Brazosport Center for the Arts and Sciences is a cultural and educational complex featuring an art gallery, a science museum, a planetarium and two performance theaters.  The museum contains the largest seashell collection in the Southern United States.  Explore for mammoth remains in the area’s only underwater attraction, the Mammoth Dive Park.  

Tour the fascinating historic sites found in the greater Brazosport Area and discover where Texas began.  The Lake Jackson Historical Museum chronicles the history of the area through interactive exhibits from the plantation era to modern industry.  The Varner-Hogg Plantation is a majestic antebellum home along with many of former Texas Governor James Hogg’s family heirlooms, period furniture and historic documents.
